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The Assignment

     This project provides an opportunity for you to demonstrate your understanding of the novel, share your interpretation, and incorporate your own artistic flair. Each class member will select an option from the project menu and create visual as well as written responses that unlock, uncover, and express meaning in The Great Gatsby.  Each class member will work alone unless a group effort is approved beforehand. Options include:
1.  The Graphic Novel
· Create a graphic novel version of The Great Gatsby.

· Illustrate the key scenes, characters, and settings in each chapter.

· Include the major symbols in your scenes.

· Use direct quotes from the text that are significant to these scenes.

· Bind your completed, neatly crafted illustrations into magazine or book format.

· Design a cover for your graphic novel.

2.  The Poster
· Using a poster board, create a visual that represents the major characters, settings, symbols and themes of The Great Gatsby. You may draw, use magazine pictures, and/or computer graphics to create your representation of Fitzgerald’s novel.

· Use colored lines and/or symbols to show the various relationships among characters, settings, symbols and themes.

· On one wing of your poster board create a legend or key that explains the meaning of the various symbols used in the poster.

· Use the other wing to display quotes (with page numbers) selected from throughout the text that show the link to your visuals.

3. The Magazine

· Create a cover and articles for a Time Magazine  “Person of the Year” issue that focuses on Gatsby and show why he merits Person of the Year recognition.  Four articles are required. These articles include:

· One article that focuses on his personal background:  Who was he really?  Who did he try to be?  Reveal the rumors and the facts.

· Another article should feature his house and his parties:  Provide details--what were they all about?

· A third should focus on love:  Who did he love?  How did he show this love?  Describe with details. 

· The last required article should focus on his final moments. What happens at the end of his story?  What led him to this point?  What was he trying to achieve?  What would he do to achieve this goal?
· Include pictures and illustrations to illustrate your articles.
· Format and bind your cover, articles, and illustrations into Time Magazine format. 
· Additional items may be included.
4. The Other Option

· Design your own project. Present your proposal to the instructor but be sure your proposal includes the essential elements of all the menu options:
· Graphics
· Key scenes, characters, their relationships, symbols, settings and themes

· Direct quotes from the text that are significant.

The Presentation

Each class member will discuss his/her creation with the class in a five minute presentation that focuses on how the project represents a significant theme in the novel.
